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 Final observations: 
• Many vehicles repaired under CAP appear to be near 

the end of their useful lives. 
• A lower maximum CAP payment on older and high-

mileage vehicles but no change in the retirement 
program would twist owners’ decisions towards 
retirement of the vehicle. 

• Because many apply for retirement when not eligible, 
a small payment might induce many towards 
retirement of the vehicle. 

• The prospect of further smog checks influences 
retirement decisions. 

• Many of these vehicles disappear from DMV records. 
• Many owners are buying newer vehicles regardless of 

the CAP program. 
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
